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     Haddon Heights had a 
proud tradition of Indepen-
dence Day ýreworks displays, 
but many of us can recall 
incidents of malfunctions or 
lighted debris.  After the 2006 
ýreworks display debris was 
located more than 1,000 feet 
from the display area.  No 
damage or civilian injury 
was reported but nationwide 
Emergency Rooms are ýlled 
on Independence Day with 
ýreworks injuries.  Common 
complaints are foreign objects 
in the eye and burns from fall-
ing embers.

Fireworks displays in Heights 
created many concerns.  There 
is no truly acceptable site.  
Two venues have been tried in 
recent years, each having its 
own set of problems.  Neither 
Devon Ave nor Cervino Field 
conforms to safety standards 
established by the National 
Fire Protection Association.  
At Cervino Field burning 
embers routinely landed on 
blankets.  The recent venue, 
Devon Ave, made it difýcult 
to track the ýred mortar tubes 
and . . . . cars STOPPED on 

295 to watch the display!! 

Fire Marshall Frank Lafferty 
stated that, ñA site visit three 
years ago by state ofýcials 
found ‘no space in Heights 
compliant with State safety 
guidelines for putting on a 
ýreworks display.ôò  The Fire 
Marshall would have to sign 
off on a Borough-sponsored 
ýreworks display and in good 
conscience he cannot do so 
and be in compliance with 
State regulations.  

We hate to send residents out 
of town, but three years ago 
the Fourth of July Committee 
and the Borough decided to 
discontinue the ýreworks dis-
play and put safety ýrst.  For 
further information, see As-
sistant Chief Laffertyôs 2007 
report on the Borough website.  
We hope you understand.
