Haddon Heights Tax Levy Request Approved by Voters

Haddon Heights Tax Levy
Request Approved by Voters
On April 20th the Board of
Education asked the residents
of Haddon Heights to ap-
prove a tax levy request of
$9,821,086 to fund 49.5%
of the $19,913,214 School
District Budget. The voters
in turn approved the request,
934 yes votes to 643 no votes.
This was only the second time
in the last 7 years that the tax
levy request was approved,
with the second time last year.

Over the last three years,
the Governing Body has had
active communications with
the School Board, Superinten-
dant and Business Administra-
tor to understand issues and
needs of the budget and tax
levy request. In 2008 the May-
or and the Chair of the Finance
& Budget Committee did not
support the tax levy request,

The debt service is not voted
on every year because it was
put in place when the voters
approved the building bond
on March 8th, 2005. The
General Fund tax levy request
increased 2.58% versus the
last year, and debt service
increased 3.2% for a total
blended increase of 2.64%.
The total 2010/2011 school

budget of $19,913,214 is fund-

ed by multiple (5) sources of
revenue. The biggest contribu-
tor is the Haddon Heights Tax
Levy at 49.3%, with Tuition at
40.9% Surplus at 5.4%, State
Aid at 4% and then Miscel-
laneous Revenue at.4%. Last
year State Aid represented 9%
and surplus 2.7%, but because
of the new 2010 State Aid
formula and the fact that the
School District built sizable
surplus last year, the contribu-
tions changed.

In order for the School Dis-

trict to keep the same Percent
Contributions for next year’s
budget (2011/2012) as out-
lined above for the 2010/2011
budget, they will need to keep
a close eye on expenses during
the school year and focus on
building surplus. If the 2.5%
tax levy cap as proposed by
Governor Christie becomes
law in 2011, then the tax levy
request in 2011 to Borough
residents will be capped at
$10,058,756, this is $237,670
more than this year. The
teacher’s contract that was just
signed though, for one exam-
ple, requires a salary increase
of $384,000 next year. So to
make up the difference, Tu-
ition, State Aid and or Surplus
needs to increase next year,
and or expenses will need to
be reduced. None of this an
easy task.

and the tax levy request was
turned down by the voters. In

2009 and 2010 the Mayor and
Finance Director supported the
tax levy request, these years
the levy was approved.

In addition to the $9,821,086
tax levy which is used to fund
the School District General
Fund, there also is $1,070,942
in tax levy to fund School
District debt service, bringing
the total amount funded by
the residents to $10,892,028.

Unlike many other Municipalities, School
Districts and Counties in the State, Haddon
Heights will not lay off employees, implement
furloughs, use accelerated tax sales, increase
the use of cash surplus or cut services offered
to our residents. How? In 2008 Mayor and
Council saw the writing on the wall that eco-
nomic conditions were softening, our revenues
were down, the use of extraordinary aid was
inappropriate and the Borough operating model
was not optimized. So in 2008 changes were
implemented including eliminating our de-
pendency on Extraordinary Aid, terminating 8
Public Works employees, outsourcing Borough
services, increasing local revenues, building
cash surplus, and changing how we operate our
departments.

In support of our decision to terminate 8
public works employees, the Public Employ-
ment Relations Commission recently upheld
our decision to do so. The American Federa-
tion of State, County and Municipal Employ-
ees, AFL-CIO, Council 71, Local 3869 (“AF-
SCMEQO) yled an unfair practice charge against

the Borough. The charge alleged that the Bor-
ough violated the New Jersey Employer-Em-
ployee Relations Act when it terminated eight
DPW employees in retaliation for their joining
the union in 2007 and not economic conditions.
The Municipality has long maintained that all
charges were false, and the decision by PERC
vindicates the needed actions of Mayor and
Council. These actions were ahead of the curve
considering the lay-offs happening today in
other towns and Counties in the State.

In 2009 the Borough reduced its average
property tax bill $165 or 2.2%. This was the
17th largest property tax reduction in the State
out of 571 towns and the 4th largest of towns
with more than 5,000 residents. It was also
3rd largest out of the 101 towns in Camden,
Burlington and Gloucester Counties and #1
of towns with more than 1,000 residents. The
2.0% or $156 average reduction in 2010 will
rank high as well.
