·The proposed state budget will look to raise the 
qualifying income level to $75,000 from $53,575 
(married).

·There are 1,373 residents over 65. There are 
currently 1,321 households making less then 
$50,000. One thousand, nine hundred and Fifty 
eight make less then $75,000

·Currently there are (TBD) number of Haddon 
Heights properties who are in the Property Tax 
Freeze program.
