One in four Americans say their family has had a
problem paying for medical care during the past year.

Nearly 30% say someone in their family has delayed
medical care in the past year. Most say the medical
condition was at least somewhat serious.

A new survey shows that more than 25% said that
housing problems resulted from medical debt, including
the inability to make rent or mortgage payments and
the development of bad credit ratings.

In order to cope with rising health insurance costs, 44%
said that they have cut back on food and heating
expenses.
